God is a God Who Saves!!!
BAPTISM
Family Discussion Sheet
1)  Ask: What was the main point of Lesson 1? 
Quiz your child and see if they can articulate the main point of the lesson.  If they are not able to, then help them through the passages we studied and help them to see how Baptism is another demonstration of God’s nature as a “God who Saves.” 

2) Ask:  How does Paul describe Baptism in Romans Ch. 6?  What do you think of his description?  Do you know what this means?
Getting into a conversation is the point of these family discussion sheets.  Sometimes a youth will answer however they think will end the discussion soonest.  Stick with it.  

3) Pastor shared this claim with us:  “Sin does not have any Control over us, But we do not have any control over Sin”, did you understand this?
Help them to see that even though in faith we are perfect and saved.  Yet we still live in sin and our struggle with it does not go away. Share some of the struggles you have had in life and continue to have.  Talk about how you have dealt with these struggles both positively and not so positively. Ask them what their struggles are.  
4) Ask:  Why is Baptism described as a gift so often?

I would encourage you to take your children to the catechism after you ask this question and read together the gift that baptism is in the life of the Christian.  This is a wonderful springboard, especially if you have had some good conversation leading up to this question. Ask them how it has been a gift to them.  If they haven’t really thought about it this way, make sure you tell them.
